converse in several languages, compose
music and imitate the sound of a
garbage truck backing up. Manders says
his illustrations reflect his “sort of
cartoony and wise-guy” personality.

Manders was educated at the Art
Institute of Pittsburgh and later took
courses at the School of Visual Arts and
the Fashion Institute of Technology in
New York, where he studied children’s
illustration, animation and life drawing.
Manders' work is featured in over 30
children’s books and dozens of
children’s magazines. His work has been
exhibited at the Art Institute of
Pittsburgh gallery, the Pittsburgh
Children’s Museum, and he was honored
in the 25-year retrospective of Cricket
magazine covers that was held at the
Art Institute of Chicago in 1999. That
year he was also a participant at the
Children’s Book Fair in Bologna, Italy.

Among the children’s books that
Manders has illustrated are “Minnie’s
Diner” by Dayle Ann Dodds, “Prancing
Dancing Lily” by Marsha Diane Arnold.
“Humphrey, Albert and the Flying
Machine” by Kathryn Lasky, “Z Is for
Zombie” by Merrily Kutner and “Dirt
Boy” by Erik Jon Slangerup. Manders
also illustrated the traditional Mexican
rhyme, “Senor Don Gato.”

Nightsun, FSU’s National
Literary Journal, Returns

FSU's Department of English and its
new Center for Creative Writing an-
nounce the return of Nightsun, FSU's
national literary journal, which sus-
pended publication after 20 years in the
fall of 2002. The new Nightsun will have
an enlarged format, a rotating guest
editorship and an associated Web site
that will include tools for use of the
journal in the classroom.

Started some 20 years ago by Jorn
Bramann in the FSU Philosophy Depart-
ment, primarily as a forum for philo-
sophical discussions and writings,
Nightsun was handed over to the English
Department in the late '80s. English
professors Doug DeMars and Barbara
Hurd edited it together for several years.
When DeMars died, Hurd, along with
English Department Chair Keith Schlegel,
local poet Karen Zealand and, later,
acclaimed fiction writer and FSU Profes-
sor Brad Barkley stepped in and kept it
afloat until about two years ago.

Hurd, an award-winning poet and
non-fiction writer, says about the
importance of publishing a literary
journal: “In a time so saturated with
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sloppy writing (and therefore sloppy
thinking) and with imprecise and
garbled language, it's a pleasure to read
and a priority to support any medium —
such as Nightsun — that offers an
alternative. Its resurrection here at FSU
also suggests a rising interest in the
literary arts here both on campus and
in the community.”

Schlegel adds, “By resuming publica-
tion of Nightsun and by establishing the
FSU Center for Creative Writing, FSU
sets alongside its enduring commitment
to the liberal arts an analogous affirma-
tion of creative literature and its power
to transform.”

This first issue, guest-edited by
Pulitzer Prize-winning poet Stephen
Dunn, will be a portfolio-sized, 100-
page celebration of American poetry,
featuring work by many notable
American poets. “The work in Nightsun
was solicited by me from a number of
the country’s outstanding poets, such
as C.K. Williams, Billy Collins, Jane
Hirshfield, Stephen Dobyns, Gerald
Stern, Dave Smith, Tony Hoagland,
Elinor Wilner and Lawrence Raab, to
name just a few,” Dunn says. “But the
issue will also feature the work of the
excellent, but lesser known Barbara
Hamby, and will include a poem by
LaVale's Karen Zealand, and photos of
the metal work of local artist Kenny
Braitman.”

The issue will be released in Decem-
ber and will be available through FSU’s
English Department. A Web site will
feature excerpts from the issue as well
as submission guidelines for future
issues and lesson plans that will allow
high school teachers to use the journal
to help teach poetry and creative
writing.

Safe Cell Phone Use
and Driving: Don’t

Cell phones have gone from being a
convenient way to communicate and
prepare for an emergency to an essential
tool that we never put down! We use
them to check our voice mail, to keep in

touch with our families at work and at
home. We use them in the department
stores, the grocery stores, the doctors
office, the elevators, and now in our
cars, trucks and on motorcycles.

However some research suggests that
using a cell phone while driving is
contributing to as many traffic fatalities
as driving under the influence of drugs
or alcohol. One study found that it
quadruples the risk of having an
accident. If you own a cell phone and
you take it with you every place DO NOT
USE THE PHONE WHILE DRIVING!

There are many so-called safety
reminders for using a cell phone while
driving. There is only one true safety
procedure to follow when driving a
vehicle. Do not do or use anything to
take your eyes and mind off of the road
and the safe handling of your vehicle. If
you take your cell phone with you in
the vehicle pull off the road to use the
cell phone. Distractions may be in many
forms, CD changing, adjusting the radio,
straightening hair, reading a map etc.
Keep your eyes, mind and hands on the
wheel.
