Protect Your Back
From Injury

Improper material handling is the
cause of most back injuries. Use your
head to move something! Do not lift or
move any thing that you cannot budge
by bumping against it with your hip
and having it move. Do not lift or move
any thing that is to heavy and bulky,
WAIT AND GET SOME HELP! Whenever
possible, use and maintain lift-aid
equipment such as hand carts, dollies
and stationary rollers rather than lifting
by hand. When materials must be
moved by hand, use appropriate body
positioning. Avoid lifting from the floor
level. Avoid extended reaching away
from the body or overhead when
moving materials.
