On Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, Sept. 21 through 23, FSU will conduct its second population-level universal COVID testing.
Check for an email from FSU COVID testing (info@baseline.mail.campuslabs.com), sent on Wednesday, Sept. 16, with signup
information and instructions. (If you are a student who is entirely online and not on campus, an employee not coming to campus for
the entire semester or you have previously tested positive for COVID-19 since July 1 and have documented your case with Brady
Health Center or Human Resources, you are not required to test and will not receive an email.)

Outside of the group mentioned above, testing is required for all students, faculty and staff at the Frostburg campus.

The combination of surveillance testing and population-level testing is among the several key COVID-19 indicators the University is
monitoring to determine the raising or lowering of our institutional recovery response levels.

Age 16 or older
A registered voter in Maryland
Physically and mentally able to work at least a 15-hour day
Willing to work outside your home precinct
Able to sit and/or stand for an extended period
Able to speak, read and write English

Election judges are temporary, paid employees of local election officials trained to handle all aspects of voting and are responsible
for proper and orderly voting at polling locations. Tasks include:

Setting up the polling location and election equipment
Verifying voter qualifications

Assisting voters

Distributing ballots

And more!

Safety Message
It’s More Important Than Ever to Get Your Flu Shot!

Doctors and health officials are urging Americans to get vaccinated against influenza in record numbers this fall to avoid a dreaded
scenario: flu colliding with a coronavirus pandemic. Having flu and COVID-19 circulating at the same time could complicate diagnoses
and make treatment challenging, and tens of millions of flu-related illnesses could overwhelm hospitals, doctor offices and
laboratories.

There is also a concern that the predominant flu strain this season might turn out to be H3N2, which is associated with more
complications, hospitalizations and deaths, especially among children, people 65 and older, and people with certain chronic
conditions.

Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, reducing the spread of respiratory illnesses, like flu, this fall and winter is more important than
ever. CDC has worked with vaccine manufacturers to have extra flu vaccine available this flu season. Manufacturers have already
begun distributing flu vaccine and will continue to distribute vaccine throughout the season. CDC recommends getting a flu
vaccination in September or October but getting vaccinated at any time during the flu season can help protect you.

Symptoms of flu and COVID-19 are similar, but patients with influenza typically experience the most severe symptoms during the
first week of illness, while patients with COVID-19 may experience symptoms over a longer period of time, with a peak during the
second or third week of ilness.
