Chant sets the context for her
presentation in the following way: “In
ordinary discourse, we commonly
distinguish between ‘actions' and
‘events' . For example, when | signal for a
turn by extending my arm out of the car
window, we would say that | have
thereby performed the action of signaling
for aturn. But if, asaresult of aneuro-
logical condition, my arminvoluntarily
rises, we would say that | have not
thereby performed the action of raising
my arm. Inthat case, when my armrises,
that isamere event. The difference
between actions and events enters into
philosophical discussion because we
ordinarily say that peopleare morally
responsible only for actions, and not for
mere events.”

In her presentation, Chant will givea
brief survey of some of the most influen-
tial accounts of action. Shewill conclude
with apositive proposal characterizing
the distinction between so-called
“aggregate” actions and mere events.
