Team-taught by FSU faculty, the
project course culminatesin the Show-
case, a campus-wide display and
presentation on the results of each
community’ sresearch.

The communities, their themes, and
their projects represent awide variety of
subjects.

“Subcultures’ have been studied by
membersof the* Culture, Communication,
and Community” honors community.
Under thetutelage of Dr. Tom Bowling
and Dr. Maureen Connelly, studentswill
present their research and analyses on
various subcultures in American society.
Subcultures examined during the
semester included high fashion models,
skateboarders, beauty pageant contes-
tants, gypsies, Alcoholics Anonymous,
the Mafia, raves, hate groups and hip
hop. Students explored several issuesin
relation to each subgroup: the demo-
graphics of subculture participants;
norms, values, and roles of the subcul-
ture; the history of the subculture and its
relationship to the larger society; and
self-portrayal of the subculture visavis
how it is portrayed by those outside of it.
Additional research considerations
encompassed the similarities and
differences among the subcultures,
whether “subculture” encompasses all of
the diverse groups; and whether — and
why — American society isbecoming
increasingly a“culture of subcultures.”
Participantswill display materialsfrom
their field tripsto Puerto Rico and New
Y ork City and discuss how the trips
enhanced their knowledge of subcultures

“The Psychology of Invention” isthe
subject of the project presented by the
learning community, “ Preparingfor a
Career in Engineering.” Taught by Dr.
Joe Hoffman and Beth Hoffman, this
project course focused upon an impor-
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tant aspect of the profession of engineer-
ing - design. As its semester-long class
project, students created an informative
Web page devoted to the topic “The
Psychology of Design.” The site, which
will be on display during the Showcase,
will allow visitorsan introduction to
important design principles and to
examples of good and bad design.
Visitorswill also be ableto takea“ virtual
tour” of the Smithsonian to see historic
examples of the evolution of design. The
methods of such important inventors as
Edison were featured case studies during
the semester. According to Dr. Hoffman,
“We have learned that human problems
and errors when dealing with technol ogy
are usually the result of design failure,
and that good design accounts for
human capabilities. Our Web sitewill, we
believe, be an important resource for
engineering students at FSU and
elsewhere.

Dr. KarenHolbrook and Dr. Richard
Trask introduced students to the concept
of “The Self asHero” throughout their
project course, an outgrowth of the
“Teaching, Learning, and Caring”
learning community. The goal of the
course was improvement of the self and
of the community. A visible representa-
tion of this project’ s efforts was the
planting of 13 Y oshino cherry treeson
April 20. Inexplaining theproject, Dr.
Holbrook stated, “Each tree and plaque
represents the 11 students and two
professorsin our class.
