WHAT IS V-DAY?

V-Day is a global movement that
helps anti-violence organizations
throughout the world continue and
expand their core work while drawing
public attention to the larger fight to
stop worldwide violence (including rape,
battery, incest, female genital mutila-
tion (FGM), sexual slavery) against
women and girls.

Somewhere in America a woman is
battered, usually by her intimate

partner, every 15 seconds. (UN Study on
the Status of Women, 2000)

Every 21 hours on each college
campus in the U.S. there is a rape.
(Campus Outreach Services)

More than 130 million girls and
women worldwide have been subjected
to female genital cutting, and a further
two million girls are at risk. (World
Health Organization, 1997)

From 1993-1998, women ages 16 to
24 experienced the highest per capita
rates of intimate violence (19.6 per
1,000 women). (“Intimate Partner
Violence,” Bureau of Justice Statistics,
May 2000)

Domestic violence occurs in approxi-
mately 25-33% of same-sex relation-
ships. (NYC Gay and Lesbian Anti-
Violence Project, October 1996)
