The garden-style apartments will open
in fall 2003.

Annual Fund Likely to

Exceed Goal for Year

For the eighth year in a row, the FSU
Annual Fund has met and may exceed
its established fund-raising goal. With
less than two months left to go in the
fiscal year, the 2001-2002 FSU Annual
Fund campaign has raised nearly
$156,000, ($36,000 over last year's goal)
in unrestricted funds in support of FSU.
This all due to successful direct mail and
telemarketing campaigns.

An aggressive fall and spring
telemarketing campaign conducted
toward over 26,000 FSU alumni, as well
as 4,500 parents, friends, faculty, staff
and numerous organizations was the key
to the fund’s success. Over 3,200
contributors each donated an average of
$49 in support of FSU and its programs.

During fall and spring phonathons,
more than 50 student telemarketers
phoned alumni and parents to ask for
unrestricted gifts to the University. The
students’ three goals were to update
alumni information, thank them for their
continued support and ask for a gift to
this year's campaign. Workers also
informed alumni of the new initiatives and
projects being undertaken by the Univer-
sity and invited alumni and parents to
coming events at the University.

“FSU students were the key to the
success of this year’s and previous years’
campaigns,” says Christopher J. Harmon,
director of FSU Annual Giving. “They are
professional, dedicated and hardworking.”

“The students continue to be the
driving force in the fund-raising effort
here at Frostburg State,” Harmon says.
“Alumni and parents enjoy conversations
with our current students and support
the University because of these personal
phone contacts.”

Annual Fund contributions help with
student scholarships; student develop-
ment; student work programs; the
Alumni Association; faculty, staff and
university development; university
events; community service projects; and
the Cultural Events Series.

English professor Dr. Barbara Hurd
has been awarded the Wilson H. Elkins
Professorship from the University
System of Maryland. This is another
accolade in a series of honors for Hurd,
including critical acclaim and a place on
the Los Angeles Times’ Best Books of
2001 list, for her book of essays, Stirring
the Mud: Swamps, Bogs and Human
Imagination, as well as being awarded a
$20,000 fellowship from the National
Endowment for the Humanities.

The $80,000 that the Elkins Professor-
ship will provide will allow Hurd more
time to complete the research, writing and
revision of her next book, Three Sources of
Light, a collection of essays involving
caves, and to complete a proposal for
another book, tentatively titled The Wrack
Line, named for the line of debris left on a
beach after the tide goes out.

Physics professor Dr. George Plitnik’s
research of musical instruments has been
recognized by the University System of
Maryland Board of Regents with its Award
for Excellence in Research, Scholarship
and Creative Activity.

In granting Plitnik the award, the
Regents said, “Plitnik’s research, related to
musical instrumentation, has influenced
the design and manufacture of French
horns currently used by various sym-
phonic groups. His research, published in
encyclopedia articles and peer-reviewed
journals, has earned him the respect of his
peers worldwide. Plitnik has also given
students the opportunity to participate in
his scholarship. In fact, a Frostburg honors
student co-presented research on pipe-
organ reeds with Plitnik during an
international conference in Rome.”

This year, the Regents recognized 14
faculty members from institutions across
the USM for their outstanding contribu-
tions. Each recipient will receive $1,000
and a plaque of recognition for the honor.

Jay Hegeman, director, Beth
Stallings, math specialist, and Sandy
Eckard, learning specialist, from the
Learning Center along with Judy Wolfe,
director of Student Support Services,
recently attended the National Associa-
tion of Developmental Educators (NADE)

titled: “Breaking the Rules: Mandatory
Supplemental Instruction for Developmen-
tal Readers.” Jay also completed training
to certify developmental, tutoring and
supplemental instruction programs and
was also selected as a TRIO SPIN co-chair.

Annual Competition for
Fulbright Grants Opens

The U.S. Department of State, the J.
William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship
Board and the Institute of International
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Education (IIE) announce the opening of
the 2003-2004 competition for Fulbright
and related grants for graduate study or
research abroad in academic fields and
for professional training in the creative
and performing arts.

The purpose of these grants is to
increase mutual understanding between
the people of the United States and
other countries through the exchange of
persons, knowledge and skills.

For all grants, applicants must be U.S.
citizens at the time of application and
hold a bachelor’s degree or its equivalent
by the beginning date of the grant.
Creative and performing artists are not
required to have a bachelor’s degree, but
they must have four years of relevant
training or study.

All applicants are required to have
sufficient proficiency in the language of
the host country to carry out their
proposed study or research.

Full grants provide round-trip inter-
national travel, maintenance for the
tenure of the award, a research allow-
ance and tuition waivers, if applicable.
All grants include supplemental health
and accident insurance.

Do Your Student Teaching in Copenhagen
Education majors who would like to
earn a semester of FSU credits while
studying in Denmark should apply now
for the spring 2003 semester’s exchange
program with the KDAS School of
Teacher Training in Copenhagen.
Students complete projects and spend
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several weeks in Danish schools practic-
ing student teaching skills. All courses
are in English. Financial aid transfers
and scholarships are available.

Gain Work/Volunteer Experience Overseas

Students interested in working abroad
should come by the CIE for information
about internships, volunteer organizations
and paid work overseas. Many organiza-
tions help students obtain jobs and work
permits, and some help to arrange housing
as well. Students can choose from short
experiences (one to two months) to longer
experiences (four to 12 months), or even
look into a more serious commitment (one
to three years). Destinations are available
throughout the world.

Learn More about Study Abroad
Students who would like to learn
more about study abroad opportunities
and how they fit into a degree program
may come to the CIE. The CIE staff will

provide an overview of study abroad
programs and requirements and have
applications available. Scholarship and
financial aid information will also be
available. Students may use the CIE
library and computer to search for

programs. Many videos are also available.
