Take Note
Maryland Budget Alert

The Maryland Governor’s FY 2004
budget for the University System of
Maryland is $105 million below the FY
2003 budget that began on July 1,
2002. While the USM comprises only 7
percent of the state’s overall budget,
the USM cuts represent 30 percent of
the state’s budget reductions.

The Department of Legislative Services
analyst is recommending ADDITIONAL
USM cuts of $38 million for FY 2004. The
General Assembly is now considering
these recommendations for FY 2004.

Lottery Coming Up

On-campus Room Lottery for return-
ing students will begin the last week of
February. There are three significant
changes to this year’s process. First,
additional single rooms will be made
available in Cambridge Hall for the
2003-2004 academic year. Second, the
Housing Contract will be in effect
immediately for the entire academic
year, through May 2004.

This means that, as long as the student
is enrolled during 2003-2004, he/she will
be bound by this housing agreement and
will not be allowed to break the contract
to move off campus. Third, students
currently assigned on campus will not be
required to pay any deposit in order to
sign up for a room for the coming year;
students moving from off campus will be
required to pay a $100 damage deposit.
