Gilman Scholarships for Fall Study Abroad

The Institute of International
Education (lIE) is currently accepting
applications for the fall 2005 cycle of
the Gilman Scholarship, which is open
to all U.S. undergraduates in good
academic standing who meet the
following criteria:

* The applicant must be receiving a
Federal Pell Grant or provide proof that
he/she will be receiving a Pell Grant at
the time of application or during the
term of study abroad.

» The applicant is applying to or has
been accepted into a study abroad
program eligible for credit by the
student’s institution of higher educa-
tion in the U.S.

e The applicant is studying abroad
for a least four weeks in one country.

* The applicant is studying abroad in
any country except Cuba or any nation
currently under a U.S. Department of
State-issued Travel Warning

» The applicant is participating in
a fall 2005 study abroad program of up
to one academic year that begins
between the dates of July 15 and Oct.
15. Summer-only study abroad programs
are excluded.

Applicants selected as award recipi-
ents will receive up to $5,000 that can
be used towards eligible study abroad
program expenses.

The
student online application deadline for
the fall 2005 cycle will be April 4.

A new study shows Americans need to
be re-educated about proper car safety.
A public opinion survey, conducted by
Public Opinion Strategies for the Na-
tional Safety Council and Castrol GTX
Start Up, revealed 93 percent of Ameri-
cans are hitting the roads ill prepared,
increasing their chances for an accident.
