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FSU Junior To Be Student Rep for USM

Richard Scott uses three
daily planners to help him
stay on top of his busy
schedule. He's pursuing
two majors—political
science and theatre, along
with a certificate in public
administration—which
might explain why he’s
enrolled in nearly 18
course credits this semes-
ter. Now the FSU junior is
about to add another
number to his equation
for success: he has been nominated to
serve as the sole student representative
on the University System of Maryland
Board of Regents.

The student regent is a full-fledged,
voting member of the University System
of Maryland Board of Regents, appointed
by the Governor of Maryland. Only one
student from across the System serves
each year. The responsibilities of the
appointment include serving on various
committees and making sure the voice of
the University System student body is
heard, jobs that require frequent trips to
Annapolis. His one-year term begins
July 1. Scott is the second FSU student
in the history of the University System
of Maryland to fill this role: the last

time an FSU student regent
served the Board was during
the 1999-2000 school year.

Scott’s involvement in a
variety of activities has kept
him in the public eye here on
campus as well as in Annapo-
lis.

“In the past seven months
that | have known Richard
Scott, | have seen him as an
actor in one of our student
plays, interacting with U.S.
Sen. Ben Cardin, working out
at the Fitness Center and working on
behalf of all students at FSU,” FSU
President Jonathan Gibralter said. “He is
a remarkable young
man, and | believe
him when he says
that some day he
hopes to be President
of the United States.
I am very proud of
the fact that he has
been chosen to be student regent and
know he will represent FSU and all
students in Maryland very well.”

Scott has had his heart set on
representing the people through politics
for many years.

voting to me early on,” he said, remem-
bering how she routinely took him
inside voting booths with her until he
was 12, and too big to go anymore.
Scott also attended the 1997 Clinton
Inauguration, where he saw Maya
Angelou and visited the office of U.S.
Rep. Jesse Jackson Jr., D-Ill. He also
established a lasting mentorship with
Maryland Senate President Mike Miller
while interning at the Office of the
President of the Maryland Senate. Scott's
passion for politics has continued to
follow him to Frostburg, where he is
active with the College Democrats and
recently helped coordinate Gov. Martin
O'Malley’'s campaign visit to FSU, which
drew nearly 500 people.
“The O'Malley event
was really big because
it shows that Frostburg
cares,” Scott said.
“People throughout the

Get a Taste

of French Film, Wine

The FSU University Programming
Council presents the film “Mondovino,” as
part of the Tournées Film Festival on
Thursday, March 8, at 7 p.m. in the Lane
University Center Room 140. There will be
a wine tasting and prescreening panel
immediately preceding the screening in
LUC Room 140 at 5 p.m. Advance registra-
tion and proper identification is required
for participation in the wine tasting. Both
events are free and open to the public.

The prescreening panel discussion and
wine tasting will feature local wineries
and their impact on tourism and the
regional economy. The featured speakers
include Charlie Ross, Director and CEO of
the Garrett County Chamber of Com-
merce; Paul Roberts, Owner of Deep
Creek Cellars and Todd West, WVU School

of Agriculture and Instructor for the
“Vines to Wines” course.

“Mondovino” gives voice to those who
create, critique, sell and distribute wine,
offering a surprisingly varied, and
sometimes controversial glimpse into
something many people enjoy but few
people know much
about. The ultimate
film about wine,
“Mondovino” was
filmed over a three-
year period in France,
Italy, the United
States, Argentina and
Brazil. Juxtaposing
mom-and-pop wine
growers with conglom-
erates, Johnathan
Nossiter, a trained
sommelier and wine
writer, intertwines
multiple family

dramas-some of which play out like soap
operas.

Through interviews of amateurs,
winegrowers, businessmen and critics, he
uncovers the complex tapestry of
conflicts, conspiracies and alliances that

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will be key highlights in the agenda Scott
wants to pursue as University System
student representative. In addition to
marketing the school in a positive light,
Scott also wants to focus on dealing
effectively with the rising costs of tuition
and developing something he calls “text-
free textbooks,” books that students can

read online and not have to buy.

Getting up in front of people to
present ideas is nothing new for Scott.
In addition to his growing career in
government, he is also an actor who has
performed in various University Theatre
performances and, with the help of his
agent, has even snagged a few roles in
independent films. Following graduation

from FSU, he dreams of spending a few
years in Washington, D.C., and then
moving to Los Angeles to pursue acting
and directing, a path that reflects the
multiplicity of his talents and goals.

“The reason | think I'm going to do
well in politics is because | reach across
a lot of spectrums,” he said. “I like to
look at the entire situation.”

FSU Profs Put Together

Two professors at FSU have pulled
together their years of knowledge,
experience and research of management
and administration in the workplace to
write a new book: 101 Leadership Tips.
