This Academic Program Articulation Agreement (“Agreement”) is entered into by and between
Frederick Community College (the “Sending Institution”) and Frostburg State University (the
“Receiving Institution™) (collectively, the “Institutions™) to facilitate the transfer of academic
credits from Associate of Arts in Social Sciences, [HEGIS code 220100 and CIP code 450101],
for the completion of Bachelor of Science in Social Science, HEGIS code 220100 and CIP code
450101.

A. Qualifying Students

This Agreement pertains to the transfer of “Qualifying Students”, i.e., those students who:

3. Are accepted for admission to the Receiving Institution
